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NOTICE OF OBLIGATION TO SUBMIT 
TO THE TAKING OF A BIOLOGICAL

You have been convicted of an offense that requires you to submit to the taking of a biological sample 
for DNA analysis. Because your sentence does not include a term of confinement or a term of probation, 
your DNA sample will be collected by the Court Support Services Division (CSSD).*  The DNA sample 
will be obtained by an oral cheek swab. 

Any person who is convicted of a sexually violent offense, an offense against a victim who is a minor, or 
a nonviolent sexual offense, or a felony and is not sentenced to a term of confinement shall, as a 
condition of such sentence, submit to the taking of a blood or other biological sample of sufficient quality 
for DNA (deoxyribonucleic acid) analysis to determine identification characteristics specific to the person 
at such time and place specified by CSSD (Sections 54-102g(b) and 54-250 of the Connecticut General 
Statutes). 

You must immediately go to the CSSD office in this courthouse to make arrangements for giving 
a DNA sample. If you have any questions about giving the DNA sample, please call the CSSD DNA 
Collection Unit at (860) 721-2146 or toll-free at 1-866-232-0408. 

Refusing to submit to the taking of the biological sample is a Class D felony, punishable by a maximum 
5 years in jail, a $5000 fine, or both.
